Roman Half Uncial 3rd-9th centuries

Scribes developed Half-Uncial to answer the need for a quicker hand for “work-a-day” writing.  The script may have evolved from writing small colophons in uncial manuscripts that were more cursive.  The character keys are the same as in English except for a few ligatures as follows:
